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> Meeting at 9 am at Espaço Talassa base, Lajes do Pico.
> Briefing about whales and dolphins, and beyond bird, turtle, jelly fish…
> Bird watching at the lagoon of Lajes do Pico and “Castelete” from land and from the sea.
> Searching for whales and dolphins in south coast of Pico.
> On the way to São Jorge Island, stop and Picnic (included) at Calheta, small walk and dip

(snorkling) in this typical and isolate village.
> Coastal watch south coast of São Jorge island until the extreme east cape, Ilhéu do Topo,

a very special place for turtle and… shark.
> Bird watching at Ponta da Ilha, the Manhenha cliff, and “Rocha Vermelha”.
> Back to Lajes around 6 PM, drink and debriefing.

Notes
> Departure every day from March 31st to November 3 rd.
> This itinary can be modified depending on weather condition, presence and position of the

animals and physical aptitude of the participants.
> The Picnic consists in 2 sandwichs, dry fruit or chocolate (Snickers, Mars…), 1 fruit, 1l of water,

soda or beer (33cl) per person.

What could we sight beyond dolphins and whale?
> Frequent sea turtle is the Loggerhead (Caretta caretta), a lot more rare are the Leatherback

(Dermochelys coriacea) and the Kemps (Lepidochelys kempii).
> The Cory Shearwater (Calonectris diomedea), Common tern (Sterna hirundo) and Roseate

Tern (Sterna dougallii)… and more randomly Skuas (Stercorarius sp.) or Storm Petrels
(Ocenites oceanicus).

> The shy shark like the Blue shark (Prionace glauca) or the Mako shark (Isurus oxyrhinchus).
> Some portuguese Man-o-war (Physalia physalis), sun fish (Mola mola) or flying fish (Exo-

coetidae sp.), blue marlin (Makaira nigricans)… And may be the “swimming cow” (Bovinus
aquaticus) of Topo Island. Don’t forget your binoculars!
